Leinfelden-Echterdingen — Au troisieme trimestre, Daimler Truck Holding AG (Daimler Truck)
a enregistré des résultats stables au niveau du Groupe en termes de chiffre d'affaires, de
bénéfices et de rentabilité. Alors que les performances en Amérique du Nord sont restées
solides, Mercedes-Benz est confronté a un environnement de marché difficile en Europe,
avec une contribution positive du Brésil. Les marchés asiatiques sont restés faibles, tandis
que le segment Trucks Asia a enregistré des résultats solides au troisieme trimestre. Daimler
Buses a atteint un niveau de rentabilité record.

Avec 13,1 milliards d'euros, le chiffre d'affaires du Groupe est |égérement inférieur a celui du
troisieme trimestre de I'année précédente (T3 2023 : 13,9 milliards d'euros). L'EBIT ajusté du
Groupe au cours de la période de reporting s'est élevé a 1,19 milliard d'euros (T3 2023 : 1,34
milliard d'euros). Dans le secteur industriel (IB), I'EBIT ajusté s'est élevé a 1,15 milliard
d'euros (T3 2023 : 1,30 milliard d'euros). Le rendement des ventes ajusté (ROS ajusté) dans
I'IB s'est établia 9,3 % (T3 2023 : 9,8 %). Le flux de trésorerie disponible (FCF) de I'IB a
diminué a moins 41 millions d'euros (T3 2023 : 1 088 millions d'euros). Le bénéfice par action
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au T3 s'est élevé a 0,77 € (T3 2023 : 1,13 €). Les ventes unitaires mondiales du Groupe au T3
se sont élevées a 114 917 unités (T3 2023 : 128 861). Les ventes de véhicules électriques a
batterie ont augmenté de 36% pour atteindre 666 véhicules (T3 2023 : 491).

Karin Radstrom, PDG de Daimler Truck : « Nous sommes en bonne voie pour réaliser une
nouvelle année solide pour le groupe Daimler Truck en 2024. La poursuite de nos bonnes
performances en Amérique du Nord a été un moteur important au troisieme trimestre. Les
redressements réussis chez Daimler Buses et au Brésil montrent que le travail acharné de ces
derniéres années porte ses fruits. Dans le segment Mercedes-Benz Trucks, nous avons encore
du potentiel et nous sommes déterminés a continuer a travailler pour améliorer nos
performances.

Perspectives inchangées

Les prévisions pour I'ensemble de I'année 2024 restent inchangées : pour |'exercice en cours,
le groupe prévoit des ventes de 460 a 480 000 unités et un chiffre d'affaires de 53 a 55
milliards d'euros. L'EBIT ajusté devrait étre légérement inférieur au niveau de I'année
précédente, I'EBIT nettement inférieur au niveau de I'année précédente. Pour les activités
industrielles, Daimler Truck prévoit un chiffre d'affaires de 50 a 52 milliards d'euros et un ROS
ajusté de 8 3 9,5 %. Le flux de trésorerie disponible de I'activité industrielle devrait se situer
au niveau de I'année précédente.

Eva Scherer, Directrice Financiere (CFO) de Daimler Truck : « Notre objectif principal est
d'accroitre la résilience de notre entreprise. En Amérique du Nord, notre stratégie en matiere
de camions professionnels porte ses fruits. Malgré la faiblesse du marché routier, Trucks
North America a réalisé un nouveau trimestre solide. Pour le quatrieme trimestre, notre
attention se portera sur le flux de trésorerie disponible. Nous sommes déterminés a offrir a
nos actionnaires une nouvelle année de retour sur investissement attractif.

Daimler Truck Holding AG ("Daimler Truck") is one of the world's largest commercial vehicle manufacturers, with over 40 main locations and more
than 100,000 employees around the globe. The founders of Daimler Truck invented the modern transportation industry with their trucks and buses a
good 125 years ago. Unchanged to this day, the Company's aspirations are dedicated to one purpose: Daimler Truck works for all who keep the world
moving. Its customers enable people to be mobile and get goods to their destinations reliably, on time, and safely. Daimler Truck provides the
technologies, products, and services for them to do so. This also applies to the transformation to CO2-neutral driving. The Company is striving to
make sustainable transport a success, with profound technological knowledge and a clear view of its customers' needs.

Glossary

Cash Flow: The cash flow provides information about the financial strength of a company and is determined as the difference between cash inflow
(e.g. from the payment for vehicles sold) and cash outflow (e.g. for the payment of open supplier invoices, employee salaries or investments). This
figure is in the focus of the investor because it shows how much liquid funds can be used to repay loans or to distribute to shareholders. Free cash
flow (Industrial Business): The main indicator of the financial strength of the Daimler Truck Group is the free cash flow of the Industrial Business. In
addition to cash flows from operating activities, this also includes cash flows from investing activities of the Industrial Business. The cash flows from
the purchase and sale of marketable debt securities and similar cash investments included in cash flows from investing activities are eliminated, as
these securities are classified as cash and cash equivalents and their change is therefore not part of the free cash flow of the Industrial Business. EBIT
(earnings before interest and taxes) provides information about the profitability of a company and its segments. It is the difference between the
operating income and the operating expenses and can be derived directly from the income statement. ROS: The return on sales is calculated as the
ratio of EBIT to revenues. As a relative figure, it shows how profitable a company is and is often used in comparison to other companies in the same
industry. Working Capital: Working capital represents the sum of inventories, trade receivables and trade payables.
